The Grace Lutheran World Relief ( LWR) Quilting Project 2025-2026 

 

The Grace LWR Quilting Project assembles quilts to help persons in need across the world.  

This ministry creates loving reminders of our support during critical episodes and God’s love for 

our neighbors. Donated Supplies can be placed in the Quilt Project Bin in the Coat Closet off the 

Atrium.  

Pre-made Quilt tops 60” x 80”  and  Pre-made Quilt backs 64” x 84” 

The above can be made from whole pieces of fabric or any type of patchwork 

pattern of smaller squares. Use a half-inch seam allowance. 

Fabric:  

● Must be 100% washable fabrics, such as cotton or cotton blends, (please do not 

donate fiberglass, fleece, or polar fleece) 

● Larger pieces of fabric for backs, new bed sheets welcome  

 

Filler:   New batting material 60” x 80” or larger to be cut down to this size 

 

Thread: for tying: Crochet thread or Embroidery Floss; and for Sewing: 100% Cotton  

 

Equipment in good working condition:  

● Sewing Machines 

● Irons (clean) and Ironing Boards  

 

Supplies 

● Pins and Large Hand Sewing Needles (Chenille needles size 16-20 or 

Embroidery Needles, size 1-6)  

● Pliers for pulling needles,  

● Rotary Cutters, new blades, cutting mats 

 

Cash/online donations, or personal checks to Grace Lutheran with a memo for “LWR 

Quilt Project.”  

 

LWR requests that All items donated quilts comply with these guidelines:  

● Please do not donate items with religious holiday symbols, messages or Grace’s name. 

Religious references may be misinterpreted by the governments of the receiving 

countries, jeopardizing the delivery to the people who need the items most. Secular 

symbols such as rabbits, eggs, and poinsettias are acceptable. 

● Please do not donate items decorated with a U.S. flag, patriotic or military symbols, or 

references to the armed forces, including camouflage. LWR has access to areas of the 

world others do not because they are an impartial humanitarian organization. If LWR’s 

intentions are misinterpreted as being politically motivated, it puts LWR’s work, their 

partners, and the people they assist at risk.
